CAMPOLINDO SENIOR BALL RULES & GUIDELINES

The Senior Ball has traditionally been a fun-filled event for all attending students and their guests.  In order to ensure the enjoyment and safety of this year's event, and in compliance with Campolindo Parents Club insurance regulations, it is necessary that you read and adhere to the following rules and guidelines.

	     I.
	Everyone must complete the Senior Ball agreement and will be required to take the buses to and from the Ball. A breathalyzer will be used at the Senior Ball. 

	    II.
	The following rules must be observed by all participants:

A. All use of alcohol or drugs before, during, or after the Ball shall be strictly prohibited.

B. No bags or backpacks will be allowed into the Senior Ball.  

C. No smoking is allowed.

D. Parents will be called to pick up any student found to be in possession of, using, selling, or otherwise furnishing, or being under the influence of unlawful drugs, alcoholic beverages, and intoxicants of any kind.  If the parent or guardian cannot be reached, the emergency number listed on the Senior Ball Agreement will be called.  If no one is available to pick up the student, he or she will be turned over to the police.  Additionally, a 5-day school suspension will be enforced.
E. Students who vandalize or damage property while attending the Ball will be held financially responsible for any charges.

F. Emergency numbers must be valid for the time of the Ball and be provided on the Senior Ball Contract in the event a parent or guardian can't be reached.

G. Students shall comply with all reasonable requests made by chaperones and the administration.

GRADUATION GUIDELINES 2009

The Campolindo High School graduation is nearing and it will certainly be one that the Class of 2008 can look back on with pride!  Please keep in mind that our major objective is to have a graduation ceremony that everyone can be proud of and we need your support to make it so.  We know that this is an event where families will want to share in the pride and achievement of their graduates.  Since the graduation ceremony is a dignified event, please save Grad Night for the fun and games.  The purpose of this article is to inform the parent/guardian and graduates of the guidelines concerning graduation and what will happen should they not be followed.  These have been developed by the staff and students at Campolindo.

1. Graduates must wear their BLUE caps and gowns.  Please do not decorate them.  Boys should wear a collared shirt and slacks, top siders/loafers: girls should wear a dress that is shorter than the gown and shoes. Tennis shoes, and flip-flops are discouraged.

2. The undecorated mortarboard (cap) is worn straight on the head with the tassel at the right sided.

3. Life members of CSF will wear a gold cord and tassel (handed out at rehearsal).

4. Do not carry purses, valuables, water bottles, food, containers or any other unnecessary items (inflatable, silly string, etc.) with you during the ceremony.   All such items will be confiscated before and during the ceremony.

5. Any graduate disrupting the ceremony or under the influence of drugs or alcohol will be removed immediately.

6. Approximately 45 minutes after the ceremony all graduates are encouraged to attend Grad Night activities in the gym and multi-use room.

7. Mandatory rehearsal is at 12:30 P.M. on Friday, June 12, 2009 starting in the small gym and ending at Cougar Stadium. 
8. Please be aware that any pranks or vandalism that occur prior to and including graduation will result in students being suspended from school, paying restitution and not being allowed to participate in Grad Night and Graduation.
