Campolindo Parents Club Board Meeting Minutes

April 15, 2008
Present: Val Pettegrew, Kelley Yanes, Grace Panetta, Ann Oeth, Anne Geiger, Lori Edelstone, Renee Breber, Carol Kitchens, Jeanne Ballard, Bonnie Willax, Craig Isaacs, and Maureen Isaacs. 
President’s Report – Co-Presidents, Kelley Yanes and Val Pettegrew reported on the last Coordinating Council meeting.  The meeting covered the budget cuts and the petition to transfer some of the schools in Walnut Creek to the Acalanes Union High School District.  The transfer petition was turned down because after reviewing the territory identified in the petition, it was determined that the proposed transfer would establish district boundaries that did not meet the Education Code.  The petition may be revised and resubmitted.  Each of the school representatives also presented a list of the Committee Chairs and what they are each doing at the schools.  At the Calendar Committee meeting, the members talked about the online survey.  Some members of the Committee decided to recommend staying with the current calendar, but it will be the School Board's decision.  The new school directory for 2008-2009 was discussed. If families want to be included in the school directory, they must submit the "opt-in" form.  There was mention of trying to see if Bill Doherty could enable families to complete this process online, but it may be too late.  Val will follow up with Bill to see if this is possible.  They may need to print the form and submit it manually. 

· Secretary’s Report – Anne Geiger, Recording Secretary, distributed copies of the minutes from the March 11th Parents Club Board meeting.  
· A motion was made to approve the minutes from the March 11, 2008 Campolindo Parents Club Board Meeting.  The motion passed unanimously.
· Principal’s Report –Principal, Carol Kitchens, said that Superintendent, Jim Negri, met with the presidents of the Choral and Music boosters to talk about the budget cuts.  Campolindo has the largest choral and second largest music program in the district, so it is important to keep it strong.  It has been determined that if they can come up with $30,000 the programs can be maintained if the Board of Education allows it.  MEF will have a small campaign in the spring to raise more funds to split between the Moraga School District and Campolindo.  On April 21st, there will be hearings for the teachers who have been laid off to see if any errors were made.
· Guest Counselor’s Report – Counselor Jeanne Ballard and School Psychologist, Bonnie Willax, distributed a form regarding Counseling Services and Duties.  As part of the strategic plan committee, they are putting together a plan to better inform the community about what they do.  They asked the board to look over the form to see if there were any duties that were unclear or that the board members were not aware that they handled.  Campolindo currently has 4 counselors who meet with kids in 8th grade and then all the way through 12th grade.  In addition, Ian Farr, the Support Counselor, deals with crises or more personal counseling.  Bonnie Willax works primarily with special education students and Gwenly Carrel is the College/Career Center Advisor.  There is also a testing coordinator, LeeAnn Martini.  The form that was distributed covered Academic Intervention, Career/Vocational/Post-
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Secondary/Transition, Personal Counseling, and Routine responsibilities.  In September, the counselors visit all of the classes to tell them about their availability and to encourage the quieter kids to visit them.    The counselors visit the classes again in the spring to talk about class schedules.  District wide, we have 300 to 350 students per counselor and, to the counselors, this seems like a good workload.    Board members were asked to send an e-mail to Jeanne Ballard (jballard@acalanes.k12.ca.us) with input about the form.  The district will eventually put together a brochure to inform the community.  Lori Edelstone suggested having a SOS (Stressed Out Students) program and we should look at the program in the future when we are not in a budget crisis.
· Treasurer’s Report – Treasurer, Lori Edelstone, distributed the Profit and Loss Statement through March 31, 2008.  We are ahead of budget in fundraising and are lagging in e-scrip collections.  She also presented the check detail report.  
· A motion was made to ratify checks numbered 2215, 2216, and 2271 through 2276, as shown on the General Check Detail Report dated 4/14/2008.  The motion passed unanimously.

· Healthy Choices – Co- Chairwoman, Renee Breber, mentioned the safe driving class (Drive Smart, Stay Safe) that will be held on April 22nd.  She and Margaret Qualls will preview the Pack Foundation movie to see if they want to show it at the school.  We are still looking for someone to take on the Co-chair role for Healthy Choices next year.
· Nominating Committee – The committee is still looking for Vice Presidents, a Financial Secretary, a Healthy Choices Co-chair, and a coordinator for Carol’s Kitchen/Back to School.
· Donations Update – Co-Vice President, Grace Panetta reported that we received $600 more and have raised $4,500 to $6,000 through mailers.  The funds come in at different times, since some firms process the matching donations only on a quarterly basis.

· Cougar Day/Online Registration/ Website – Co- President, Val Pettegrew told the board members that all items that pertain to online registration need to go to Bill Doherty as soon as possible (the deadline is April 15).  If members are waiting for something, they need to notify him.  The Parents Club will need to raise an extra $60,000 to make up the budget cuts.  In order to do this, we discussed options for donations for the online Cougar Day process.  The donation categories that were decided on were Bronze - $250, Silver - $500, and Gold - $1,000.  There will also be an “other” category.

Craig Isaacs mentioned that the website is working well and if there are any changes for next year we need to let him know soon.  Feedback on the new website has been very positive.
· New Business – Senior Student, Maureen Isaacs, reported on Wastebusters, a program sponsored by Contra Costa Waste Management and implemented by the Lorax Club at Campolindo.  The students have certain criteria they need to meet in order to get $2,000 to spend on environmentally friendly pursuits.  The students can earn the $2,000 each year for up to three years if they continue to meet the requirements.  The requirements include waste 
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prevention, reuse, recycling, environmentally preferable purchasing, composting and landscape reduction and promotion activities.  Currently, very few students help recycle and Maureen and her friends go through the garbage to separate recycling from trash.  They need more manpower and help with composting.  Some of the board members suggested contacting the Girl Scout and Boy Scout troops in the area for volunteers.  They also gave her the name of a local individual who is active in composting.  The Lorax Club will be painting a mural at the school in May that will say, “The earth is in our hands.”  Ms. Brownlee is the club advisor and it will be located on a wall close to her classroom.  On April 26th, there will be a composting workshop at Moraga Commons.  It is possible that the Environmental Science students can get extra credit for attending it.  Maureen would like the Parents Club to help encourage the teachers and staff to support the Lorax Club.  If anyone has good ideas on how to use the $2,000, let her know.  Her father, Craig Isaacs, will put a link to the club in the Daily Bulletin.
· Announcements – Craig Isaacs reported that the Sports Boosters fundraiser was successful in raising over $50,000 with an expected net of about $38,000 to $40,000.  These funds will help pay for the athletic trainer, tournaments, scoreboards, etc.  The board for the Sports Boosters consists of representatives from all the teams (except football which is separate) and Athletic Director, Bob Wilson.  Last year, they sold about 100 tickets to the fundraiser and this year about 200 tickets were purchased.  Sports Boosters does not pay for personalized items, but rather items with multi-year uses (equipment that will be used for several years and other things like insurance fees for the 4th of July Fun Run).  Next year they will probably have an Oktoberfest event.  They are looking for leadership for the future, such as a Vice President who will take it over in a couple of years.  Craig will put something in the bulletin and the newsletter.
