Co-President, Val Pettegrew called for any additional nominations from the floor and there were none.  
· A motion was made (and seconded) to approve the proposed slate of officers for the 2008/2009 Campolindo Parents Club Executive Board.  A voice vote was held and the motion passed unanimously.  
She welcomed the new board and indicated that the new board will take over officially on July 1, 2008.  The board will then oversee Cougar Day activities and develop a new budget.

Val Pettegrew then thanked all the parents for attending the meeting and Open House and turned the meeting over to Principal, Carol Kitchens.   
Carol Kitchens talked about Open House and encouraged parents to talk to department chairs if they had any questions.  They would be in the library to make it easier for parents.  Then she talked about the choral and music instructors at the school.  Both had been told in March that their positions would be reduced due to budget constraints, but both Stacey Kikkawa and Harvey Benstein have been fully reinstated for the year.  The 
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$30,000 that the Moraga Educational Foundation, the Parents Club, and the school were each going to donate to keep the positions for the year will not be necessary.  The District was able to come up with the money to save the programs so they did not need the Parents Club, MEF or Boosters donations.

Principal Kitchens mentioned that she expects to have 370 freshmen next year and a total student body close to 1,412 students, which enables the school to offer many great classes.  These include 21 Advanced Placement classes, Auto Shop, Woodshop, Engineering Drawing, Architectural Design, Auto CAD, etc.  She thanked MEF and Parents Club for giving so much to the school (some of the donations have funded computer labs, and video production and digital photography materials).  Campolindo also produces wonderful musical performances, and next year, the musical will be Beauty and the Beast.  To conclude, she encouraged parents to volunteer, and welcomed them to Open House to visit the classrooms. 
The meeting was adjourned at 6:55 PM.
