Campolindo Parents Club Board Meeting Minutes
September 2, 2008

Present:  Grace Panetta, Ann Oeth, Sharon Richard, Tanya Forbes, Lori Edelstone, Val Pettegrew, Craig Isaacs, Laura Woodman, Steven France and Carol Kitchens

· Secretary’s Report:  Laura Woodman, Recording Secretary, distributed copies of the minutes from the August 19, 2008 Parents Club Board meeting.
· A motion was made to approve the minutes from the August 19. 2008 Campolindo Parents Club Board Meeting as presented.  The motion passed unanimously.
· Principal’s Report:  Principal Carol Kitchens reported that the Back to School Dance held on Friday, August 29 was successful.  Back to School Night will be held on Thursday, September 4.  On Friday, September 5, the school will hold the Senior Breakfast and a Welcome Back Rally.  Current enrollment is 1415 students, so the school is full.  Students have 10 days to drop or add courses. 
· Treasurer’s Report:  Lori Edelstone, Treasurer, circulated the preliminary budget for the 2008 to 2009 fiscal year.  The budget will be presented to the general membership at Back to School Night on September 4.  Lori noted that budget expenses are very conservative this year because additional monies have been allocated to the District due to state budget issues.   On another matter, Lori questioned what happens to remaining class funds when a class graduates.  Lori agreed to ask Chris Learned for clarification on this issue.
· Cougar Day Recap:   Associate Principal Steve France commented that having Cougar Day occur on one day was successful.  For next year, he suggests shortening the allotted time for each grade level.  Co-President Ann Oeth noted that she liked having Cougar Day in two rooms.  Co-President Grace Panetta added that she felt that having tables in two different areas brought in an additional $3,500 to $4,000 in revenue for Parents Club.  Grace also commented that several people were under the impression they joined Parents Club when in fact that was not the case.  This appears to have been the main area of confusion for most parents.  For next year, the Board suggested that parents no longer be able to purchase additional directories on-line.  This should alleviate the problem of parents claiming to have purchased a membership when in fact they only purchased an extra directory or only contributed to the Direct Solicitation, under the assumption it included a membership.  Craig Isaacs suggested that Parents Club “productize” its offerings next year by offering products in bundles.  Lori Edelstone suggested that Parents Club consider recognizing high donors next year as well.  
· A motion was made that Parents Club provide two appreciation gifts for Bill Doherty and Eric Granlund in the amount of $100 each for their assistance with Cougar Day.   The motion passed unanimously.
· Back to School Night:  One hundred and sixteen people have already registered for the Back to School Night dinner with Principal Carol Kitchens.  Safeway is donating the ice and cookies.  Dinner will start at 5:45 and the Parents Club General Meeting will begin at 6:20.  Someone will attend the meeting to present the Bond measure. 
· Fundraising Partners:  Sharon Richards will contact the Parents Club’s “fundraising partners,” the service providers that give back to Parents Club for each Campolindo student that signs up to use their services.  The Parents Club needs clarification on how we are currently handling fundraising partners.  The Parents Club will also review its fundraising guidelines.  Sharon will determine whether fundraising partners have been required to sign contracts in the past.  For each fundraising partner, Sharon will determine the name of the company, the address, and the contact information.  She will also inform each company that only providers who sponsor Parents Club will be included on its list of service providers.  Parents Club will acknowledge that listed service providers give back to Parents Club and will also include a disclosure that states that Parents Club does not endorse the fundraising partners.  The Parents Club will also make sure there is a disclaimer on the page that lists available tutors.  
· 2008-2009 Budget Approval:  
· A motion was made to recommend approval of the 2008-2009 Campolindo Parents Club budget as presented.  The motion passed unanimously.

· Coffee with Carol:  Parliamentarian Val Pettegrew noted that there is a Coffee with Carol on Friday, September 19.  The topic is Welcoming New Parents, Homecoming, and Emergency Procedures.
