Campolindo Parents Club Board Meeting Minutes
May 12, 2009

Present: Grace Panetta, Sharon Richard, Lori Edelstone, Tanya Forbes, Val Pettegrew, Craig Isaacs, Laura Woodman and Carol Kitchens
· President’s Report: Co-President Grace Panetta called the meeting of the Campolindo Parents Club (“CPC”) to order.  Grace addressed four main topics.
· Parent Education:  Since the state has slashed funding for parent education, Grace reported that the District will not be able to make parent education a priority for the next school year.  Instead, parent education will be funded at the school level.  Therefore, there will be no more District-sponsored parent education events next year.
· Sport Fees:  Grace reported on Sports Boosters recent meeting with the president.  Grace clarified that the donation parents pay to the District for their students to participate on sports teams is different from the spirit fee that parents pay directly to each team.  The District keeps the entire amount of the District donation.  Spirit fees are used to cover additional seasonal expenses of each team.
· Constant Contact:  CPC’s primary method of communicating with parents is through Constant Contact.  Superintendent Jim Negri expressed a concern about parent clubs using constant contact to promote events that may feature gambling or alcohol.  Ms. Kitchens noted that she monitors the Daily Bulletin to make sure that it does not include these types of items.  CPC will remind members that we should be careful about this issue.  Sharon Richard also recommended that CPC be conscientious about how many Constant Contact messages we send out.
· Confidentiality:   There has been a concern about whether the Daily Bulletin should include children’s names when they receive an award.  No parent has ever complained about this at Campolindo.  Nevertheless, Superintendent Jim Negri has requested that CPC be sensitive about this issue.
· Secretary’s Report:  Laura Woodman, Recording Secretary, distributed copies of the minutes from the April 14, 2009 Parents Club Board meeting.
· A motion was made to approve the minutes from the April 14, 2009 Parents Club Board Meeting, as amended.  The motion passed unanimously.
· Principal’s Report: Carol Kitchens presented the Principal’s Report.  Ms. Kitchens reported that the underclassmen award ceremony was well attended.  Every teacher has the opportunity to choose one underclassmen to receive an award at this ceremony.  The award ceremony for graduating seniors will be held in two weeks.  These awards include department awards, CSF, National Merit and other scholarships.  Ms. Kitchens also reported that the sports teams have all been doing very well.
· Treasurer’s Report: Lori Edelstone, Treasurer, presented the Treasurer’s Report.  Lori noted that there has been no activity since the last meeting of the CPC.  Lori circulated a draft of the proposed budget for the 2009-2010 school year.  Lori noted that the Moraga Educational Foundation is taking over some of the items that CPC has funded in the past, and CPC is consequently taking over other items to fund.  The general membership will have an opportunity to approve the proposed budget at the CPC general meeting at Back to School Night.
· CPC Awareness Campaign:  Sharon Richard addressed the CPC Awareness Campaign.  Sharon reported that CPC has begun using its logo/messaging on everything we send out so that our message is consistent.  

· New Business:
· 2009-2010 Committee Chairs:  Sharon Richards reported that Margo Isaacs and Cheryl Sass have agreed to co-chair Back-to-School Night.  Val Pettegrew has agreed to co-chair Grad Night with Laurie Hoyt.

· 2009-2010 Directory:  Barbie Kallerud is in charge of the directory for next year.  May 15 is the deadline for parents to sign up to have their students included in next year’s directory.  So far, 1,000 families have already responded.  Barbie, Sharon and Ann Oeth are going to call those families who have not responded by May 15.

· Cougar Day Update:  Sue Hilk and Heidi Raine are in charge of Cougar Day.  Since neither Sue nor Heidi was able to make the CPC meeting, there will be a separate meeting to address Cougar Day.
