Campolindo Parents Club Board Meeting Minutes
August 19, 2009

Present:  Sharon Richard, Linda O’Brien, Lori Edelstone, Tanya Forbes, Craig Isaacs, Ann Oeth, Laura Woodman, Kim Fisher and Carol Kitchens

· President’s Report:  President Sharon Richard called the meeting of the Campolindo Parents Club (“CPC”) to order.  Sharon introduced Linda O’Brien, the new Vice President of CPC.  Sharon passed out the new slate of CPC Committee Chairs and noted that there were not a lot of changes from last year.
· Secretary’s Report:  Laura Woodman, Recording Secretary, distributed copies of the minutes from the May 12, 2009 Parents Club Board meeting and the May 21, 2009 General Membership meeting.
· A motion was made to approve the minutes from the May 12, 2009 Parents Club Board Meeting and the May 21, 2009 General Membership meeting.  The motion passed unanimously.

· Treasurer’s Report: Lori Edelstone, Treasurer, presented the Treasurer’s Report.

·  Profit and Loss Statement:  Lori presented the Profit and Loss Statement for the year ending June 30, 2009.  Lori noted that revenue was up last year, primarily because of CPC’s decision to retain escrip monies for each class until that class needs the money.  Last year, the senior class did not use all of the escrip money allocated to it, so they gave $5,000 of their allocated escrip money to CPC.  (The 2009 Senior Class also donated a new sound system for the gym.)  CPC does not know whether the Senior Class of 2010 will be in the same position to gift money to CPC.  Lori noted that Direct Solicitations were down last year, but Matching Contributions were up.  

· Parcel Tax:  Lori stated that the Acalanes District has decided to place a bond measure on the ballot to retain the current parcel tax, and CPC will be asked to contribute to that effort.  Lori noted that the ballot measure would keep the status quo; it would not request an increase in the current parcel tax amount.   Lori estimates that the District will request $20,000 from CPC for the parcel tax measure.  CPC will ask the elementary and middle schools that feed into Campolindo to contribute to the parcel tax effort.  CPC needs a parcel tax representative.  Ms. Kitchens will inform the Board as soon as she hears anything about the parcel tax measure.

· Proposed Budget: Lori circulated a draft of the proposed budget for the 2009-2010 school year.  Lori noted that she based the proposed budget on numbers for the last couple of years. Any changes to the proposed budget should be sent to Lori.  The general membership will have an opportunity to approve the proposed budget at the CPC general meeting at Back to School Night.

· Cougar Day Payments and Thank Yous:  Lori noted that although Campolindo will only accept credit card and cash payments for registration this year, CPC will continue to accept checks at Cougar Day for membership and the directory.  Lori also demonstrated the new stamp that she ordered for CPC.  The stamps say “Thank you for supporting Campolindo Parents’ Club.  Go Cougars!”  To thank parents for joining CPC, CPC volunteers will stamp our thanks on the covers of directories that we pass out on Cougar Day.  
· Principal’s Report: Carol Kitchens presented the Principal’s Report.  Ms. Kitchens reported that there are 1430 students at Campolindo this year.  Campolindo is full and very tightly scheduled. The electives are packed, so students may not be able to get all of their requested classes.  However, all students will have at least six classes.  Students desiring schedule changes should email their counselors instead of showing up in person.  Some class sizes are going up.  For example, freshman world history class size has gone from 20 per class to 31 per class.  Class sizes are also going up in English 1 and 2 and some math classes.  Ms. Kitchens stated that the incoming freshman class has approximately 330 students, and the senior class consists of approximately 350 students.  Because the senior class is so large this year, there will be no parking lottery for juniors.  Ms. Kitchens also noted that Campolindo is submitting plans in October for a new science lab.  Campolindo will also be upgrading the video production room and redoing the foods room.  Construction should start next summer.  The school will be repainted and receive new doors within the next five years.  Ms. Kitchens commented that both Choral and Instrumental Music are packed.  The teachers are at capacity, so no new students will be added into those classes.
· Cougar Day Update:  Carol Kitchens introduced Kim Fisher, the new Vice Principal at Campolindo.  She came to Campolindo from Las Lomas and Acalanes.  Ms. Fisher stated that she believes that Campolindo is prepared for Cougar Day.   Campolindo will only accept credit cards and cash at Cougar Day.  CPC, however, will run independently and therefore may accept checks as well.  Ann Oeth and Lori Edelstone agreed to bring their cash boxes to Cougar Day. Volunteers helping at Cougar Day should arrive at 7:30, to be ready by 7:45.  Ms. Kitchens offered to allow CPC to borrow the Campolindo table clothes for the CPC Cougar Day tables.  Ms. Fisher inquired whether there was a procedure for distributing the directory after Cougar Day.  Ms. Kitchens indicated that she would email Gwenly Carrel at the College Career Center to inquire whether she would be willing to handle distributing the remaining directories.  CPC will charge $15 for the directories after Cougar Day, by cash or check payable to CPC.  Tanya will pick up cash and checks from Ms. Carrel.
