Campolindo Parents Club Board Meeting Minutes
September 9, 2009

Present:  Sharon Richard, Linda O’Brien, Lori Edelstone, Tanya Forbes, Ann Oeth, Laura Woodman, Kim Fisher and Carol Kitchens

· President’s Report:  President Sharon Richard called the meeting of the Campolindo Parents Club (“CPC”) to order.
· Secretary’s Report:  Laura Woodman, Recording Secretary, distributed copies of the minutes from the August 19, 2009 Parents Club Board meeting.
· A motion was made to approve the minutes from the August 19, 2009 Parents Club Board Meeting.  The motion passed unanimously.

· Treasurer’s Report: Lori Edelstone, Treasurer, presented the Treasurer’s Report.

· Proposed Budget: Lori circulated a draft of the proposed budget for the 2009-2010 school year.  Lori noted that CPC has received an increase in donations over last year, so the Board considered increasing and adding some items to the proposed budget.   The Board decided to increase funding for Classroom Technology and possibly English Tutoring.  The Board also decided to add a Special Projects line item for teachers to use.  

· A motion was made that the Board recommends that the General Membership approve  the proposed budget, as revised, at the General Membership meeting on September 15, 2009.  The motion passed unanimously.

· Cougar Day Payments and Thank Yous:  Lori noted that although Campolindo will only accept credit card and cash payments for registration this year, CPC will continue to accept checks at Cougar Day for membership and the directory.  Lori also demonstrated the new stamp that she ordered for CPC.  The stamps say “Thank you for supporting Campolindo Parents’ Club.  Go Cougars!”  To thank parents for joining CPC, CPC volunteers will stamp our thanks on the covers of directories that we pass out on Cougar Day. 

· Profit and Loss Statement:  Lori presented the Profit and Loss Statement for the year ending June 30, 2009.  Lori noted that revenue was up last year, primarily because of CPC’s decision to retain escrip monies for each class until that class needs the money.  Last year, the senior class did not use all of the escrip money allocated to it, so they gave $5,000 of their allocated escrip money to CPC.  (The 2009 Senior Class also donated a new sound system for the gym.)  CPC does not know whether the Senior Class of 2010 will be in the same position to gift money to CPC.  Lori noted that Direct Solicitations were down last year, but Matching Contributions were up.  

· Parcel Tax:  Lori stated that the Acalanes District has decided to place a bond measure on the ballot to retain the current parcel tax, and CPC will be asked to contribute to that effort.  Lori noted that the ballot measure would keep the status quo; it would not request an increase in the current parcel tax amount.   Lori estimates that the District will request $20,000 from CPC for the parcel tax measure.  CPC will ask the elementary and middle schools that feed into Campolindo to contribute to the parcel tax effort.  CPC needs a parcel tax representative.  Ms. Kitchens will inform the Board as soon as she hears anything about the parcel tax measure. 
· Principal’s Report: Carol Kitchens presented the Principal’s Report.  Ms. Kitchens noted that September 9 is the last day to add or drop a class.  The newly-instituted carpool program has been well-received; 16 of the 17 places have been taken.  Campolindo will be opening the parking lottery for juniors.  Ms. Kitchens passed out a breakdown of how many students there are in each grade level.  Ms. Kitchens also commented that the Welcome Rally was fabulous.  Ms. Kitchens has met with the Grad Night Chairs, and they are well on their way.  Regarding swine flu, the school has placed anti-bacterial dispensers around campus and is encouraging fist bumping rather than hand-shaking.  Finally, Carol noted that the Senior Breakfast was well-attended.
· Cougar Day Recap: Kim Fisher, Vice Principal, began the discussion about Cougar Day.  Overall, the Board and Ms. Fisher thought that Cougar Day was a success.  CPC brought in $11,000 at Cougar Day.  Lori Edelstone suggested that, next year, we split up the seniors and freshmen.  Ann Oeth suggested that, next year, we go back to giving each class two hours.  The Board recommended that following order:  freshmen, seniors, juniors and sophomores.  Ms. Kitchens suggested that we add a note to the post card to let people know that there is no advantage to coming early.  It is less crowded during the middle of the day.  We also decided that the flow would work better if CPC’s booth/station is set up before the Spirit Wear area.  CPC will need two to three people at the directory table.
