Campolindo Parents Club Board Meeting Minutes

· President’s Report:  President Sharon Richard called the meeting of the Campolindo Parents Club (“CPC”) to order.  Sharon noted that she is the President of the district’s Coordinating Council (“CC”) this year, and helps set the agenda.  Any suggestions for agenda items are welcome.  Sharon reported on the most recent CC meeting.  Campolindo parents have timely compliance with the address verification process.  The district is spending some Measure E money on wireless systems and design work.  There will be a Measure G phone bank, as well as five more informational mailers sent out before the election.  If you have students in college remember to send them absentee ballots.  The district anticipates another $3.7 million in cuts to the budget this year, which is the equivalent of 20 teachers.  There will be a green summit sponsored by the Lafayette School District this Friday, October 16.  Sharon also noted that although we don’t have Parent Ed Coordinator this year, we do have former Campo parent Christina Crede Mellin as a liaison with the district.  Finally, Sharon reported that the Healthy Choices Committee Chairs Renee Breber and Roxy Klein will attend the November CPC meeting.
· Secretary’s Report:  Ann Oeth, Parliamentarian, distributed copies of the minutes from the September 9 Parents Club Board Meeting and the September 15, 2009 General Membership Meeting. 
· A motion was made to approve the minutes from the September 9, 2009 Parents Club Board Meeting and the September 15, 2009 General Membership Meeting.  The motion passed unanimously.

· Treasurer’s Report: Lori Edelstone, Treasurer, presented the Treasurer’s Report.  Lori noted that we are ahead of budget, with checks still coming in, although credit card fees are higher than expected.  Teachers have really responded with requests for the additional money available for grants.  There is now a classroom set of 35 iTouchs available for check out for teachers who have been trained to use them.  

· A motion was made to approve checks numbered 2331-2351. The motion passed unanimously.

· Principal’s Report: Carol Kitchens presented the Principal’s Report.  Ms. Kitchens noted that Homecoming is October 24 versus Dublin, with a lot of activities planned for that week.  Ms. Kitchens also noted that fewer progress reports were sent this year.  The school provides feedback to the Middle School Principals based on 9th graders’ experiences.  WASC focus groups will begin meeting in January 2010 in advance of the accreditation process that will take place in 2011.  Finally, an assembly featuring a reformed white supremacist and a gay man will be presented on December 10.

· Other Business: 
· Parents Club Recruiting:   Craig Isaacs noted that CPC needs to start recruiting for next year.  Replacements are needed for Co-Web Master and Financial Secretary.  Lori has a potential recruit for the Treasurer position.
· Measure G:  Kathy Ranstrom, Measure G representative from Moraga, presented a Measure G update.  She also noted that the AAUW will present a forum on Maintaining Excellent Schools in Tough Times featuring local school superintendents.
