· President’s Report:  President Sharon Richard called the meeting of the Campolindo Parents Club (“CPC”) to order.  Sharon first requested input on how we can increase attendance at Coffees with Carol.   Sharon would like all of the Board members to ask parents for their opinions.
· Secretary’s Report:  Ann Oeth, Parliamentarian, distributed copies of the minutes from the October 14, 2009 Parents Club Board meeting.
· A motion was made to approve the minutes from the October 14, 2009 Parents Club Board Meeting.  The motion passed unanimously.

· Treasurer’s Report: Lori Edelstone, Treasurer, presented the Treasurer’s Report.

· Special Projects Budget: Lori stated that the money allocated to Special Projects has almost all been spent.  Lori recommended that the Board revisit the Special Projects budget in a few months because the teachers requested some wonderful material.  Sharon suggested that the Board include the complete list of projects in the Daily Bulletin.  Ms. Kitchens noted that the money went quickly.  No teacher projects were turned down; all of the ideas submitted were worthy. 

· Transaction Detail by Account:  Lori presented the Transaction Detail  Statement for October.

· A motion was made to ratify checks 2352 through 2363.  The motion passed unanimously. 
· Principal’s Report: Carol Kitchens presented the Principal’s Report.  Ms. Kitchens noted that enrollment at Campolindo is now at 1405.  The fall sports teams have done very well.  Ms. Kitchens’ trip to Sacramento to receive her award for Secondary Principal of the Year was very nice.  
· Healthy Choices:  Renee Breber and Roxy Klein, Co-Chairs of Healthy Choices, discussed their plans for this year with the Board.

· Completed Activities:  Renee and Roxy noted that two of the activities planned by Healthy Choices have already been completed.  A DVD on safe driving was shown to students on Cougar Day.  And for Red Ribbon week in October, over 200 kids took a voluntary quiz on drug and alcohol awareness.

· Upcoming Events:

· March Panel.  A panel on underage drinking similar to the panel held at Miramonte.  The meeting will be held on March 8 in the Campolindo library and will be less formal than the Miramonte event.  The Moraga Chief of Police will speak.  A doctor will also speak, but the focus will be on tools for parents.  A lawyer will highlight the legal ramifications for parents.  The event will be advertised to the Campolindo community only.  Craig Isaacs suggested that we send out a Constant Contact notice in January to solicit questions for the event and also gauge interest in the community. 

· Senior Presentations.  Healthy Choices will follow-up with seniors.  Dr. Gurley will also present tips for kids on what they should do in certain situations, such as if they see a friend exhibiting certain behavior.

· Smart Start Safe Driving Class

· Ralph Cantor.   Ralph Cantor will speak to freshmen on April 14.  There will be an evening presentation for parents as well.  The event will be advertised with Constant Contact. The Board recommended that parents at Joaquin Moraga Intermediate School also be invited because Ralph Cantor does not speak at JM.

· Sophomore/Junior Activities:  Renee and Roxy noted that a lot of the activities that are planned are geared to freshmen or seniors.  They are looking for ways to address these issues with sophomores and juniors. 

· Marketing:  Several ideas were presented for marketing the Healthy Choices events.  Ms. Kitchens suggested purchasing a big sign to hang in front of the CPAC.  We can use Constant Contact messages from Ms. Kitchens and Parent Board to advertise upcoming events.  
· Board Replacements:   Sharon Richard noted that the Board needs to start thinking about replacements for next year.  Craig Isaacs stated that Chris Barnard has expressed interest in Webmaster, and Ernie Furtado has expressed interest in Sports Boosters.
