Campolindo Parents Club Board Meeting Minutes
January 13, 2010

Present:  Sharon Richard, Linda O’Brien, Lori Edelstone, Tanya Forbes, Laura Woodman, Jaime Rich and Carol Kitchens

· Alcohol Policy Update: President Sharon Richard called the meeting of the Campolindo Parents Club (“CPC”) to order and introduced Jaime Rich, the Lamorinda Alcohol Policy Coordinator.  Jaime lives in Orinda and is a parent at Miramonte.  She discussed the goal of the Lamorinda Alcohol Policy Project, which is to reduce youth access to alcohol and underage drinking and to create a healthy and safe environment for youth in the Lamorinda area.  Jamie is currently working on Community Assessment, where she will conduct 100 one-on-one interviews with community members.  She requested some volunteers from the Lafayette and Moraga communities to participate in these interviews.  
· Secretary’s Report:  Laura Woodman, Secretary, distributed copies of the minutes from the December 9, 2009 Parents Club Board meeting.
· A motion was made to approve the minutes from the December 9, 2009 Parents Club Board Meeting.  The motion passed unanimously.

· Treasurer’s Report: Lori Edelstone, Treasurer, presented the Treasurer’s Report.  Lori reported that December was a quiet month.  Lori passed around the Transaction Detail statement for December. 

· A motion was made to ratify checks 2371, 2374 and 2375.  The motion passed unanimously. 
· Principal’s Report: Carol Kitchens presented the Principal’s Report.  Ms. Kitchens announced that Campolindo has found a JV tennis coach.  The students will be taking final exams next week.  Ms. Kitchens discussed the accreditation process of the Western Association of Schools and Colleges (“WASC”).  Two teachers, Amanda Renno and Lisa Herzig, are leading the study for Campolindo.  Parents will be involved starting next month.  Ms. Kitchens explained that it is a good process but a difficult process.  During this process, Campolindo will examine the critical needs of the school for the next six years.  Finally, Ms. Kitchens noted that students will be asked to make their course selections for next year earlier this year.  
· President’s Report/Budget Update/Parcel Tax:  President Sharon Richard presented the President’s Report and an Update on the Budget and Parcel Tax.  Sharon stated that she and Linda O’Brien attended a meeting with Superintendent Stockton on Monday.  The situation with the District’s budget is very distressing.  The District will be issuing at least 40 pink slips.  Sharon stated that if this happens, we will lose electives, AP classes and counselors.  All of the things that make our high school special will be gone, and once we lose these things, we will never get them back.  The District is losing $3 million this year from its budget.  In order to raise this amount and prevent these drastic cuts, the District is considering a parcel tax.  The Board will meet tonight to decide whether to authorize a survey to determine the viability of a parcel tax.  CPC needs to find someone to volunteer as the Moraga Chair for the possible parcel tax campaign.  

· Parent Club Flyer: Sharon Richard mentioned the CPC flyer that we typically place in the folders that incoming 8th graders receive.  For this year, CPC decided not to use our flyer since it is now defunct.  Instead, Sharon will put together a PowerPoint presentation for the 8th grade parent assembly and CPC may also provide copies to hand out that night as well.
