Campolindo Parents Club Board Meeting Minutes

February 10, 2010

Present:  Sharon Richard, Linda O’Brien, Lori Edelstone, Craig Isaacs, Tanya Forbes, Ann Oeth, Laura Woodman, Wendy Dunn and Carol Kitchens

· President’s Report: President Sharon Richard called the meeting of the Campolindo Parents Club (“CPC”) to order.  Sharon introduced Wendy Dunn, the Moraga Campaign Chair for Measure A, the parcel tax measure on the May ballot. 
· Secretary’s Report:  Laura Woodman, Secretary, distributed copies of the minutes from the January 13, 2010 Parents Club Board meeting.
· A motion was made to approve the minutes from the January 10, 2010 Parents Club Board Meeting.  The motion passed unanimously.

· Treasurer’s Report: Lori Edelstone, Treasurer, presented the Treasurer’s Report.  Lori reported that CPC paid a large check to the District in January.  Also, credit card fees are higher than budgeted because the rates keep increasing.  Lori reported that she did not yet know how much the District was going to request from CPC for the parcel tax campaign.  Sharon Richards mentioned that some money budgeted for Measure G may be available to fund Measure A.   Lori noted that Rosalie Kennedy will be representing Campolindo at the upcoming legislative meeting in Sacramento.  The Board agreed that CPC will pay for her trip, and she will report back to us about the meeting.  Lori passed around the Financial Statement for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2009, prepared by Regalia and Associates.  Lori noted that the small audit came through with flying colors.  Lori also passed around the Transaction Detail statement for January. 

· A motion was made to ratify check 2376.  The motion passed unanimously. 
· Principal’s Report: Carol Kitchens presented the Principal’s Report.  Ms. Kitchens announced that committee meetings for the accreditation process of the Western Association of Schools and Colleges (“WASC”) will start on February 24.  These meetings will be held once a month, on a Wednesday morning from 7:30 to 8:20.  Ms. Kitchens reported that the Sadie Hawkins dance was a “disaster,” but that the music playlist was changed to prevent improper dancing and students dressed inappropriately were not allowed in.  For future dances, one idea under consideration is hiring a live band instead of a disc jockey.  On a more positive note, Ms. Kitchens noted that the last two basketball games were a lot of fun.  Students supported the team and the cheer squad.
· Parcel Tax Update:  President Sharon Richard and Moraga Campaign Chair Wendy Dunn presented the Update on the Parcel Tax. The proposed parcel tax is for $112 per year and would raise $3.9 million.  Since the budget shortfall is estimated to be around $4.8 million, even if the parcel tax passes, MEF and Parent Clubs would still be required to raise money to fill the gap.  The campaign’s main focus will be on educating people about the severity of the situation the District is facing. Sharon and Wendy stated that the campaign would primarily target people it expects will support Measure A.   The Board reviewed a Power Point Presentation prepared by Sharon Richard that demonstrates the budget crisis we are facing.  The Board was very impressed with the presentation and suggested that it be placed on the CPC website. 

· Domain Names: Craig Isaacs mentioned that he has secured, and has been paying for, several domain names that CPC is not currently using.  The Board decided that CPC no longer has a need to secure these additional domain names.
· Nominating Committee:  Sharon Richard noted that CPC should form a Nominating Committee to propose a slate for next year.  The following Board members agreed to serve on the Nominating Committee:  Linda O’Brien; Tanya Forbes; and Laura Woodman.  Sharon also noted that the Board should contact Committee Chairs about serving next year as well.
