Campolindo Parents Club Board Meeting Minutes

March 10, 2010

Present:  Sharon Richard, Linda O’Brien, Lori Edelstone, Craig Isaacs, Tanya Forbes, Ann Oeth, Laura Woodman, Carmelita Perez, France Silcox, Chris Barnard, Kathy Ranstrom, John Stockton and Carol Kitchens

· President’s Report: President Sharon Richard called the meeting of the Campolindo Parents Club (“CPC”) to order.  Sharon introduced Chris Barnard who, along with Dave Mackenzie, will be the new CPC Webmaster next year.  She also introduced France Silcox, the editor of Cougartracks, and Carmelita Perez, Escrip Co-Chair. 
· Secretary’s Report:  Laura Woodman, Secretary, distributed copies of the minutes from the February 10, 2010 Parents Club Board meeting.
· A motion was made to approve the minutes from the February 10, 2010 Parents Club Board Meeting.  The motion passed unanimously.

· Treasurer’s Report: Lori Edelstone, Treasurer, presented the Treasurer’s Report.  Lori reported that there was not much activity for the month.  On a positive note, Lori reported that escrip contributions have increased.  
· Principal’s Report: Carol Kitchens presented the Principal’s Report.  Ms. Kitchens announced that over 80 people attended the recent panel discussion on underage drinking that was held at Campolindo and organized by the Healthy Choices committee.  The presentation/discussion went very well.  Carol also noted that the Campolindo musical, Titanic, opens on March 11, and that there is a softball tournament going on.   Progress reports will be sent out on Friday, March 12.  Ms. Kitchens also commented that 60 employees received pink slips on Friday, but most of these will be rescinded if Measure A passes.  Finally, Carol noted that the incoming freshman class will consist of approximately 50 fewer students than the outgoing senior class.
· Parcel Tax Update:  President Sharon Richard introduced John Stockton, the Superintendent of the Acalanes District.  Sharon and Superintendent Stockton presented the Update on the Parcel Tax.  Sharon reported that the Contra Costa Times has endorsed Measure A, and Superintendent Stockton passed around a copy of the article from the Contra Costa Times endorsing the measure.  Sharon noted that personal endorsements may be made on-line.  Superintendent Stockton mentioned several positive developments in the Measure A campaign.  In addition to the Contra Costa Times endorsement, Mr. Stockton reported that the Lafayette and Orinda Chambers of Commerce, as well as the City of Lafayette, have all endorsed Measure A, so the measure is receiving support from the community.  In addition, the district’s contract with the teachers has been settled.  The teachers have agreed to five furlough days.  As a result, no district has more furlough days than the Acalanes district.  The teachers have also agreed to two more students per class, a tiered system of health care and a retirement cap.  Therefore, the teachers are providing their support as well.  Sharon noted that there is a taxpayer group that is opposing Measure A.  However, the force of the Measure A campaign has been so overwhelming that the negative comments are being overshadowed by the comments in support of the measure.  The CPC also discussed making a contribution to the Measure A campaign.  The Board discussed filing for 501(h) status before making the contribution.

· A motion was made to authorize the CPC to contribute $20,000 to the Measure A campaign, pending the filing of 501(h) paperwork.   The motion passed unanimously.
· Escrip:  Carmelita Perez presented the escrip report.  Carmelita noted that she and Susa Cooper, the Escrip Co-Chairs, would like to increase participation in escrip.   They have already increased CPC’s escrip supporter base to 1500 subscribers, but they are hoping to add something to the on-line registration process to capture more subscribers.  Carmelita will attend the on-line registration meeting on Friday at 7:30 to add information about escrip to the registration process.
· Nominating Committee:  Lori Edelstone noted that Lori Luecker has agreed to be Treasurer next year.
